4, 5 and 6 pupils as well as parents who were able to attend. His presen
tation was very informative and insightful. Mrs Robey went on to ob-
serve a lesson in Year 4. Our Governors are an important part of our
Cavendish family and | am very grateful to them for their support and
involvement in all aspects of the life of our School.

On Tuesday morning we had one of our regular open mornings for pro-
spective parents. As ever our visitors were impressed with the happy en-
thusiasm of our pupils and our calm learning environment. Some of our
Year 6 pupils also spoke to our visitors and of course not only impressed
them with the range of Senior schools that they are moving on to but also
with their poise in speaking naturally to a group of unfamiliar adults.
Many of our activities from show and tell through to our more formal
drama work facilitate these skills in our pupils.
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On Wednesday Camden Learning Centre teachers visited us and worked with our Nursery children. Rep-
resentatives from the CLC were also advising us on various technical matters concerning reports and our
library administration system.

Also on Wednesday Year 5 and Mrs Lemon, Ms Menge, Mr Pritchett, Mrs Jones and | visited Mayfield
School in Kent. This is a fellow sister School belonging to the Society of the Holy Child Jesus. Our found-
er Cornelia Connolly is buried at Mayfield School. The day had a friendship and reflective theme and we
all enjoyed not only these activities, but also contrasting the facilities of a rural boarding School with
ours. Our Year 5 pupils were intrigued to learn that you could bring and stable your horse at this board-
ing school. It was illuminating to understand more about the foundation and history of our School. Mr
Pritchett and | are also attending a sung mass hosted by Mayfield School in Westminster Abbey this
weekend.

On Thursday | visited Wycombe Abbey School. This again allowed me to network with other Prep
headteachers, discuss 11+ procedures and keep my knowledge and understanding of the secondary edll-
cation sector up to date. Further news from the London Consortium of Secondary Schools has now beer
received. Headteachers have confirmed that this will be a new admissions test comprising verbal, non
verbal and mathematical reasoning. It will be 90 minutes long but only 75 minutes will be content led
(the other 15 minutes being for administration purposes). The mathematics questions will be based on
the Year 5 National Curriculum although some will explore topics in more depth. The test will be paper
based and multiple choice. Eligible candidates will still get extra time. Familiarisation material will be
available imminently. Some schools will continue to interview all candidates, others will not. More detail
will be available to Year 5 parents through their individual meetings with me to discuss 11+ applications
and | am revising our 11+ guidance booklet. You can rest assured that all curriculum requirements, un-
derstanding of test technique, interview and other preparation will be undertaken by us.

In response to a parental request we are offering milk as well as water at lunchtime to our youngest pu-
pils. If this pilot is successful we may well extend this offer.
